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RACING PARTICIPATION RULES

1) All horses are to be presented to the starting point at least 10 minutes before the
start of the race.

2) The horses start the race from the starting line or by the flag.
3) If there was a false start the race can be restarted.

4) The first horse to cross the finish line is declared to be a winner unless decided
otherwise by the steward/s.

5) If more than one horse cross the finish line at the same time, the order of winners will
be determined by looking at the order in which the noses crossed the finish line.

6) If the two horses have finished first in a dead heat, both of them shall be declared
winners. (The prize money for first and second place is divided equally between both
winners).

7) The following minimum of horses will be required to hold a race:

Race Minimum number of horses | Maximum number of horses
400m 1and8 10 15
1020m 3and5 8 12
1200m 2 8 12
1400m 4 and 6 10 15
1620m 7 10 15

8) Each horse owner is only allowed to enter only one horse per race.

RULES FOR HORSES

1) No horse which is physically injured shall be allowed to race.
2) A horse may be disqualified if it interferes with another horse anytime during the race.

3) A horse will be disqualified if its jockey rides it in a dangerous manner and
jeopardizes the chances of another horse

4) If a horse is out of control just before the start of the race it may be disqualified.
5) No horse shall participate in more than 2 races.

6) Where a horse is to participate in 2 races, such a horse will be rested for at least 2
races prior to the next race.

7) Prior to a horse being allowed into a race, a horse shall be health checked by a
veterinarian.

8) A horse patrticipating in a race shall be assigned its own number for identification
purposes.

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RULES FOR JOCKEYS

1) A jockey will not be allowed to participate if found to be under the influence of alcohol
or any banned substance as stipulated in rider banned substances guideline of the
National Horseracing guidelines.

2) All jockeys must at the least wear a protective helmet.
3) Aregistered jockey can be substituted by another jockey

4) A jockey has to give his horse the best chance to perform as best as it can possibly
do.

5) No sjamboks or wooden sticks may be used by any jockey

6) A jockey shall not and will be disqualified if the following happens:

. Hitting a HORSE to the extent of causing injury.
. Hitting a HORSE with excessive force.
. Hitting a HORSE without giving it time to respond.
. Hitting a HORSE which is showing no response.
. Hitting a HORSE which is out of contention for a place.
. Hitting a HORSE which is clearly winning.
. Hitting a HORSE which is past the winning post.
. Hitting a HORSE whilst the jockey is dismounted.
. Hitting a HORSE out of its stride pattern.
. Hitting a HORSE on the flank.
. Hitting a HORSE more than 12 times in the entire race.
. Hitting a HORSE on any part of its head.
